“Boring” and “difficult” are two words students often use to comment on their lessons. In a regu-
lar class of 40 students, students seem to have fewer opportunities to discuss the materials being
taught, ask questions, or even to be heard. Most of them feel neglected because teachers are
busy managing a “big” class. Therefore, it is about time to implement the small-class teaching at
school to enhance teaching quality and academic results.

Actually, a large class is bad for teachers and students. Teachers find it hard to spare some
time with students. Besides, students with higher abilities tend to suffer more. However, if we
adopt the small-class teaching, the teaching quality can be raised. Teachers will have more time
to look after their students. The latter can ask questions more conveniently in the lesson. They

must be motivated to learn.

In a small class, teachers can pay more attention to individual students and cater to their needs
better. For example, if students have study difficulties, teachers can spend more time helping

them.

Besides, teachers can introduce more interactive and funnier teaching methods in the lesson.

In Hong Kong, there is at least one native speaking English teacher in
every secondary school teaching English. Generally, they are teaching
Oral English skills only. Some may think that English should be taught
by native speakers only in order to further improve students’ English.
From my point of view, English should not be taught by them only.
Instead, students should be taught by both native speakers and local
teachers.

Students can easily understand what the teachers say if they
are taught by local teachers. As the local teachers are mostly born in
Hong Kong or have lived in Hong Kong for many years, their culture is
similar to the students’. These teachers have the same experience as
the students when they were young, so they can understand what stu-
dents do not understand. Then the local teachers can teach the students
thoroughly and make sure they understand easily. Sometimes, a little
mother tongue can be used for making them understand. However, this
cannot be done by native speaking English teachers.

Some may argue that students can learn accurate pronuncia-
tion and good accent if they are taught by native speakers. However, it
doesn’t mean that these two things cannot be taught well by local teach-
ers. They can also speak fluent English like the native speakers. Some
of them may have lived in foreign countries for years so their English
level is just the same as a native one. Therefore students being taught
by local teachers will be as good as being taught by native speakers.

Students need to achieve a basic standard to ensure that they
are able to learn from native speakers. If the level of English of the junior
students in secondary schools is not high enough to enable them to
understand what the teachers say, they will not be able to have any
improvement in English too. In my opinion, many students do not have
the ability to understand the native speakers, then how can they commu-
nicate with the teachers?

To conclude, as there is different culture between people from
different countries, students will understand more if they are taught by
teachers who have similar culture with them. Moreover, we need to con-
cern about students’ ability in understanding what the teachers teach.
Local teachers can also do what the native speaking English teachers
do. Therefore, English should not be taught by native speakers only.
Instead, local teachers are also needed for improving their English.
